John Blair was a delegate of Virginia in the Constitutional Convention.  He was born in the state of Virginia, and upon receiving a college education, he chose the study of law.  In just a few short years, John Blair rose to be one of the most respected men in his profession.   In 1787, Blair was a judge on the court of appeals in Virginia.  At this same time he took a seat as a member of the Constitutional Convention representing Virginia.
Constitutional Issues

I feel that the formation of a House of Representatives is in our best interest.  If the amount of representatives that each state is allowed to have in this house is based on their population, it will help us to make decisions that will benefit the largest number of people.  It is simply ridiculous to let smaller states have the same amount of input as those who represent a larger group of people.  If the bigger states have more representatives, the people will be better represented.  How would it be fair for one delegate form a big state to represent many more people than one delegate from another?  This creates an unfair balance for the people to be heard.

For these same reasons I am apposed the formation of a senate whose representation is not based on population.  This would compromise the voices of many more people.  People in my fine state of  Virginia would have many more people per representative then those of a smaller state.  This would make it harder to have the views of each citizen truly heard.  It would be a crime against the fine people of my state, and other states of similar size.
