1. The chapter introduction tells the stories of four Southerners-Colonel Daniel Jordan, Octave Johnson, Ferdinand Steel, and a nameless Texan-to make the point that: 
Your response: A. the antebellum South was marked by great diversity, but at its core was unified by its slave-based agricultural economy. 
Correct! 

Although the ante-bellum South was a region of great geographic and cultural diversity, the ties that brought the region together in a slave-based agricultural economy proved stronger than the ties to the nation as a whole. 



2. As the saying goes, "Cotton was king in the Old South." Which statement about cotton is true? 
Your response: C. It was the primary export and the major source of southern wealth. 
Correct! 

Although it devoted more acreage to corn, the South flourished economically during the ante-bellum period because of cotton. By 1860 it produced three-fourths of the world's cotton, and the crop made the Southern economy grow faster than the northern economy during the period following the depression of 1839-1843. 



3. Each of the following caused damage to the Southern environment EXCEPT: 
Your response: D. the population density of the region. 
Correct! 

In fact, only the low population density of the South mitigated the impact of single-crop agriculture and deforestation, which eroded the soil, increased parasites and toxins in the soil and silted up the rivers, making droughts and floods more common. 



4. Which statement best summarizes the effects of slavery on the Southern economy? 
Your response: D. Slavery proved to be a highly profitable investment that concentrated wealth and power in the hands of the planter class. 
Correct! 

Even slaveowners who paid for reasonable care of their slaves took about 60 percent of what a slave produced annually as profit. Those who pinched pennies and mistreated their slaves made even more. However, only about 25 percent of white Southerners owned slaves and only one in thirty owned enough slaves (at least twenty) to qualify as a planter. 



5. The legendary "Old South" was derived from the culture of: 
Your response: A. the Chesapeake Tidewater region and the South Carolina coast. 
Correct! 

These regions, unlike much of the South, were settled and had a culture that reached back 150 to 200 years. The planters of these regions lived, according to one European visitor, more like country gentlemen of the English tradition than any other inhabitants of the country. 



6. The upper-class plantation mistress: 
Your response: D. faced an unexpected variety of burdensome managerial and service duties. 
Correct! 

Although plantation mistresses grew up with an ideal of domesticity similar to that developing in the North, the magnitude of her responsibilities often made such a role impossible. She supervised the work of the domestic servants, tended the sick, made clothing and oversaw every aspect of food preparation. 



7. Yeoman farmers: 
Your response: C. shared a social life similar to their northern counterparts. 
Correct! 

Although the lack of urban centers in the South meant yeomen farmers could not obtain conveniences such as cast-iron stoves, sewing machines and specialized tools, their social lives were not that different from northern farmers. Religion played a central role in socializing, as did work. Men raised each other's barns, harvested each other's crops, and raced rolling logs. Women held quilting bees and adults and children met together to shuck corn. 



8. Poor whites: 
Your response: C. suffered from malnutrition and illiteracy. 
Correct! 

Poor whites were largely concentrated on the land no one else wanted. Although they bitterly resented planters, they hated slaves even more, clinging to their freedom as one of their sole symbols of superiority. They had difficulty escaping poverty because of their lack of education, their pervasive ill health and their inability to adapt to the changes in the economy. 



9. The slave's diet: 
Your response: D. would be supplemented by gardens, hunting, and stealing. 
Correct! 

Although slaves received enough calories to survive, the food provided by the master was monotonous, often because of ignorance of nutrition rather than miserliness or cruelty. Slaves added to their diet through their cultivation of gardens, raising of chickens, hunting and raiding the master's supplies. 



10. Nat Turner: 
Your response: C. led a slave revolt despite enjoying relatively humane treatment by his master. 
Correct! 

Although Turner received unusual privileges from his master, visions of white and black angels fighting convinced him that he had been selected to "carry terror and devastation throughout the countryside." In 1831, he and his band killed 57 whites over two days, but they were eventually caught and executed. 



11. Slave revolts were rarer in the United States than in South and Central America because: 
Your response: C. whites outnumbered blacks in the South, while the opposite was true in other slave regions. 
Correct! 

Along with being outnumbered, Southern slaves had to face a stronger governmental authority. They were also more often native-born and had stronger family ties than slaves in the Caribbean or Central or South America. Given the long odds against a successful revolt, many of the slaves likely to revolt ran away instead. 



12. What is NOT true of slave religion? 
Your response: D. It remained largely unaffected by Christianity until the 1850s. 
Correct! 

Many slaves were converted during the Second Great Awakening; they constituted more than a quarter of the members of both the Methodist and Baptists churches. Although the master often provided a minister for the slaves religious services, slaves preferred to seek a Christianity of their own beyond the master's control, with seemingly meek spirituals that often contained a degree of hidden protest. 



13. The Virginia debate of 1832: 
Your response: D. was the last free discussion of slavery in a southern legislature. 
Correct! 

In response to the Turner insurrection, a number of Virginia's western counties petitioned the legislature for the gradual emancipation of slavery in the state. After a debate, the measure was defeated 73 to 58, but the session marked the last significant discussion of the value of slavery in the South before the Civil War. 



14. All of the following are elements of the proslavery argument developed in the 1830s EXCEPT: 
Your response: B. slavery was an unfortunate legacy of earlier tyrannical acts of the English Parliament and northern colonial merchants. 
Correct! 

The pro-slavery forces after 1830 would not have called slavery an unfortunate institution; they emphasized that it was a positive good for both whites and blacks. Black slaves, according to this argument, were better cared for than the white factory workers of the North. 



15. Despite the unique character of the South, southerners had much in common with northerners, including all EXCEPT: 
Your response: C. most in each section adhered to a Protestant denomination that provided Biblical justifications for slavery. 
Correct! 

Although many Americans in both the North and the South adhered to the teachings of evangelical Protestantism, the northern churches had generally begun to oppose the institution of slavery whereas the Southern churches defended it as a Christian institution. In each of the other ways, however, the North and the South had much in common during the ante-bellum period. 
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
