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ARTICLE 232.

The Allied and Associated Governments, however, require, and Germany undertakes, 
that she will make compensation for all damage done to the civilian population of
the Allied and Associated Powers and to their property during the period of the
belligerency of each as an Allied or Associated Power against Germany by such
aggression by land, by sea and from the air, and in general all damage as defined
in Annex l hereto.
By demanding such large reparations the treaty of Versailles left Germany economically and socially crippled.  This made it easier for Hitler’s new Nazi party to rise over the old regime in Germany.  Therefore the Treaty of Versailles should not have demanded such high reparations.

ARTICLE 160.

 After that date the total number of effectives in the Army of the States
constituting Germany must not exceed one hundred thousand men, including officers
and establishments of depots. The Army shall be devoted exclusively to the
maintenance of order within the territory and to the control of the frontiers.
By limiting the army it made it hard to maintain social control in Germany, making it possible for the Nazi’s, who were against the treaty, to rise to power in Germany and stand against the Allies.

ARTICLE 27. 

The boundaries of Germany will be determined as follows: …

The new boundaries of Germany cut off 10% of it’s land and a whopping 12% of it’s population.  This treatment led to the contempt for the Allies on which the Nazi party was originally based.
ARTICLE I.

ANNEX. 

I. ORIGINAL MEMRERS OF THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS SIGNATORIES OF THE TREATY OF PEACE.

By leaving Germany out of the League of Nations it created less of an opportunity for peace and fueled the fire that led to the emergence of the Nazi Party.

ARTICLE 231.

The Allied and Associated Governments affirm and Germany accepts the
responsibility of Germany and her allies for causing all the loss and damage to
which the Allied and Associated Governments and their nationals have been
subjected as a consequence of the war imposed upon them by the aggression of
Germany and her allies.
The “guilt clause” put unnecessary on Germany for a war they did not create fully on their own. This added disgrace garnered support for groups against the Treaty of Versailles.  Without it the Nazi’s might not have gained support and risen to power.
